The site contains habitats with elements of both blanket bog and raised mire, containing awell
devel oped pool system and surface patterning. These pool systems are associated with extensive
Fohagna carpets. The blanket mire away from the pool system is typified by both the Scirpus
cespitosus-Eriophorum vaginatum community (M17a) and M 18a, Erica tetralix-Sphagnum
papillosum. Drier areas are often dominated by Malinia caerulea. The bog is an important roosting
areafor Greenland white-fronted geese Anser albifrons flavirostris.
