FalaFlow isin the Lammermuir Hills to the south-east of Edinburgh. It is a blanket mire, with some
pools, developed at alower atitude than most blanket miresin Midlothian. The vegetation comprises
heather Calluna vulgaris/cottongrass Eriophorum spp., with other characteristic species including
cowberry Vaccinium vitis-idaea and Sphagnum bog-mosses. Such mires are scarce and declining in
Midlothian and this example isrelatively undisturbed. The mire and pools support an internationally
important goose roost.

Open-water areas mostly dystrophic
with fringing Carex nigra and Carex rostrata.
