It is a public water-supply reservoir, with
limited aguatic and emergent vegetation, although small areas of marginal fen have
developed in places. Thereservoir isthe largest freshwater body in the Lothiansand is
surrounded by both coniferous and mixed woodland and grassland. It has a number of small
islands.
