March 2010.

The intention is for the General Pharmaceutical Council to become the regulatory body for Pharmacists, pharmacy
technicians and pharmacy premises in England, Scotland and Wales, at which point responsibility for regulation
will transfer over from the current regulator, the Royal Pharmaceutical Society of Great Britain.

Until the date of transfer, which is yet to be determined, the General Pharmaceutical Council will be a shadow
body and the Royal Pharmaceutical Society of Great Britain will retain full regulatory responsibility in the interim.

e add a new NHS Business Definition for the General Pharmaceutical Council and
e update the existing NHS Business Definition for the Royal Pharmaceutical Society of Great Britain to advise
of the change.
