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Social Workers form partnerships with people; helping them to assess and interpret the problems they face and
supporting them in finding solutions.The social work profession promotes social change, problem solving in
human relationships, protection on behalf of the public, and the empowerment and liberation of people to
enhance wellbeing. 

Social Workers have to know how the law works and be fully up to speed with the social welfare system. They
will liaise regularly with other professionals, such as:Social Workers form partnerships with people to help them
identify and interpret any problems they face and to help them to find solutions. The profession is graduate entry
and Social Workers work with legal structures and with a range of other professionals.
