Publishing a set of rules to set out how the personal confidential information of PATIENTS should be
handled and managed by health and care staff and ORGANISATIONS

e Building up a library of 'indicators' that can be used to measure the quality of health and care services
provided to the public

e Acting to reduce how much paperwork doctors, nurses and care workers have to complete by ensuring that
only essential data is collected

e Helping health and care ORGANISATIONS improve the quality of the data they collect and send to the
Health and Social Care Information Centre by setting standards and guidelines to help them assess how
well they are doing

e Creating a register of all the information that the Health and Social Care Information Centre collect and

produce, and publishing that information in a range of different formats so that it will be useful to as many
people as possible while safeguarding the personal confidential data of individuals.

The General Medical Council allocates all doctors a GENERAL MEDICAL COUNCIL REFERENCE NUMBER on their
first contact with the General Medical Council.

e If a doctor chooses to enter general practice in England or Wales, a further 6-digit number is allocated by
the Health and Social Care Information Centre. This number is referred to as the DOCTOR INDEX NUMBER.

e The DOCTOR INDEX NUMBER is passed to the requesting Clinical Commissioning Group or ORGANISATION
authorised to act on their behalf who then liaise with NHS Prescription Services on the issue of prescription
pads etc.

e NHS Prescription Services use the number to derive the GENERAL MEDICAL PRACTITIONER PPD CODE by

prefixing it with a leading character and adding a check digit at the end.

A doctor can be both a GENERAL PRACTITIONER and a Hospital CONSULTANT, and therefore hold a DOCTOR
INDEX NUMBER, GENERAL MEDICAL PRACTITIONER PPD CODE and a CONSULTANT CODE simultaneously.

by the NHS Prescription Services. All spurious GENERAL MEDICAL PRACTITIONER Codes begin with either '‘G6' or
