Background:

Hospital Episode Statistics (HES) is a data warehouse containing details of all Admitted Patient Care, Outpatient
Attendances and Accident and Emergency attendances in England.

Within the NHS Data Model and Dictionary there are two tables that cross reference Commissioning Data Set
(CDS) data elements with the HES name for Admitted Patient Care only. These tables have not been maintained
in line with new CDS versions for some years and it has now been agreed to retire the cross reference tables.

This Data Dictionary Change Notice retires the HES - CDS data items cross reference tables and removes the
HES name from the applicable data elements.
