Background:

In April 2013, NHS England became responsible for commissioning all specialised services.

Therefore, the NHS Data Model and Dictionary is out of date in the following areas:

* The Organisation Data Service (ODS) Default Code YDD82 "Episodes funded directly by the
National Commissioning Group for England” is no longer valid as the organisational commissioning
entity ceased to exist on 31 March 2013.
