Social Work England is an Executive Non-Departmental Public Body established under the
Children and Social Work Act 2017.

From 2nd December 2019, Social Work England will regulate all social workers in England,
taking over existing regulatory responsibilities from the Health and Care Professions
Council (HCPC).

This Data Dictionary Change Notice (DDCN) updates the NHS Data Model and Dictionary
to reflect this change and adds a new business definition for Social Work England.
