Background:

It has been identified that the definition of the Attribute "Professional Registration Entry Identifier" is
incorrect as it is the identifier issued to a registered Care Professional by a Professional Registration
Body, not an organisation.

This Data Dictionary Change Notice updates the NHS Data Model and Dictionary to:

o Update the Attribute "Professional Registration Entry Identifier" to reflect how the identifier is issued
o Updates Classes, Data Elements and NHS Business Definitions to reflect the change.
